REST IS NOT A BAD WORD

In our often fast-paced,
stress-filled and workaholic
world, some consider rest
a “four-letter word"- that is
some feel that rest is a sign
of laziness and a waste of
time.

In other words, rest is not an option- if we don't sleep, sleep will eventually overtake us.
