For far 

too many women and children, that means hours spent carrying heavy jugs of 

water that’s not safe to drink.  Community watering stations supplied by Catholic Relief Services bring fresh  

water to central locations, improving overall health and freeing up time for women to provide for their families and 

children to attend school.
