These past few months, our discussions of the four major documents 

of Vatican II, and the three dealing with the Church’s relation to other 

expressions of Faith (A Concise Guide to the Documents of  

Vatican II by Edward P. Hahnenberg), as well as the book on the  

parables ( Fascinating Bible Studies on Every Parable by  

Dr. William H. Marty), have been enlivening and enriching.  I think  

we all grew as a result of our enjoyable exchange of ideas, learning 

much from each other and laughing a lot!  A sign of the presence of 

the Holy Spirit, yes?
